1) If the church provides space to a third party vendor who provides and charges a fee for an activity, does the liability coverage we presently have cover these?

2) Does it matter if the third party vendor charges a fee or asks for donations for the activity?

3) Does it matter what type of activity the third party is providing (yoga, exercise, physical activity)?

4) Does it matter if the church sponsors the activity and/or collects fees for providing space?

Responses from Rod Lizak

Per discussions at BOT meeting,

Rod Lizak, was given a paper copy of the questions Cathy Church had.

He did not answer them point by point.

He made these general comments:

Any money at an event requested as a payment or donation is a payment.

A donation received independently of any event is not a payment.

Our personable liability coverage ($1,000,000 per incident, $2,000,000 

per year) covers officers, appointed special members and teachers is 

appropriate and adequate.

He strongly suggested that someone like Hannah Lantz get personal 

liability insurance, so that if someone is injured following her 

instructions, they will not try to sue MUUC as a first choice.

He emphasized many times that the sale of liquor be prohibited without a 

very strong contract and proof of liability insurance.

It seems the important point is she should get personal liability 

insurance. Mellissa might be able to advise her.

We discussed the other aspects of our coverage and it is fine.

He now has Cathy and Nancy Irish's name as a contact.
